He was born in Otto April 7, 1839,
and received his education in the
Grand River institute, Austinburg,
0., Genesee V/esleyan seminary,
Lima, and Genesee college, now a
part of Syracuse university, \
In 1862, he was admitted to the
bar in Buffalo and later opened an
office in Olean, abandoning it the
same year to enter the war,
* Later he established a law office
in New York city, and in Washing-
ton. He also had practiced law in
Jamestown, Salamanca' and Otto.

had resided in the home of Mrs.
Fred M. Austin in.Fairfield street,
Mr. Allen was a lifelong admirer
of Abraham Lincoln. For years he
