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Baird was born Jan. 25, 1845, in North Ilarpersfield, N. Y. Four
children have graced this happy union, Mary, Getty, John and Helen.
Leaving his young bride, our subject entered the ranks of Co. E, 3d
N. Y. V. Cav., March 6, 1862, at Staunford, N. Y., as a private, and
in a short time, because of his gallant service, was promoted to Corp.,
then Sergt. During all those dark years of bloody conflicts, Mr. Baird
exhibited extraordinary Jdaring and courage; he was one of the wmost
trusted men of his regiment, and often he was sentas a scout into_the
enemy’s lines. In April, 1863, Comrade Baird was detailed as officer
of the day at Newburn, N. C., six montks. Among his numerious
battles may be mentioned Petersburg, Blackwater, Goldsboro, Kins-
ton, Whitehall and many skirmishes.  After he had proven himsclf a
true patriot, he was discharged March 6, 1865, at Suffolk, Va. Sergt.
Baird’s two brothers were in the service, Guiles, in an Ill. Regt., and
George, in a N. Y. Regt.  Mr. Baird now resides at Irving, N. Y;
he is a genial hotel keeper and one of the most respected men of his
county.

GEORGE W. BARBER.

George W. Barber was born Oct. 21, 1837, in Syracuse, N. Y., and
settle in this county in 1840. Ile was farming near Stockton, N. Y.,
when the Union of the States was dissolved and the mystic cmpire of
the South sought to overthrow the adamant foundations of the North-
ern government.  Those thrlling scenes stivved his_patriot blood and
he eulistell Aug. 10, 1862, at Stockton, N. Y., in Co. G. 40th N. Y.
V. L, 34 Brig., 2d Div., 4th and 6th A, C. lle was to the front in
the most desperately fought battles of the war: Williamsburg, Seven
Pines, Seven Days’ fight, Mechanicsville, Iarrixon Landing, Fairfax,
Drainsville, Antietam, Fredericksburg, Chancellorsville, Wilderness
and Spousylvania C. 1. Dec. 22, 1861, at Drainsville, Va., he was
shot in the forchead by a minie ball.  In June and July, 1864, he lay
in the hospital on Liberty 11ill, Washington, suffering with typhoid
fever and on this account was rendered unfit for further service, and
was given his houorable discharge at Washington, August, 1864.
After the war he returned to his parents, D. N. and Rebecea
(Brown) Barber, and on Jan. 21, 1365, he was united in the holy
bonds of matrimony to Charlotte L. Barber; she was the daughter of A.
M. and Hannah A. Barber,aud was born March 4, 1844, in Laona,
N.Y. Two children have blessed their home ties, Morse M. :and
Grace A. Mrs. Barber had three brothers in the service, Theodore,
killed at Chancellorsville, John, now living in Washington, and
Zachus, killed at Gettysburg. Surely her family suffered the full
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measure of sorrow and proved the time honored patriotisin of the
family.
