Many thanks for your letter of 10 November 1998 together with the list of your publications and
the two newspaper articles relating to the 154" Regiment.

My great-grandfather, Hugh Crosgrove, was born in Westfield. Chautauqua County, New York,
and lived on his father’s farm there until entering the Army in 1862. I'm enclosing a biographical
sketch which is part of a family history I’m putting together. It is unlikely that I will be able to
publish the history, but in the event I do. I would appreciate your permission to include the quotes
from and references to your book, The Hardtack Regiment.

I note that you apparently have Hugh’s service and pension records from the National Archives.
which probably duplicate the copies from those records that I've enclosed. In addition, I'm
enclosing copies of the Promotion and Discharge documents, made from the originals which.
fortunately, my grandmother gave me when I was young. Sorry to say, I have been unable to
determine the existence of any other items relating to Hugh’s service, such as letters. diaries,
relics. or veterans’ mementos. I will continue trying to locate any such items, but it is doubtful that
I will be successful at this point in time.
